Civic Center
The City of Lake Forest is creating a new Civic Center, which will serve as the City's “100-Year Home". The Civic Center
will feature public facilities that address several community needs including: a Community Center, Senior Center,

Council Chambers/Performing Arts Venue, and Community Policing Center/Emergency Operations Center. It will be

located on a 12-acre site in the vicinity of Commercentre Drive and Indian Ocean Drive, alongside the future Serrano
Summit housing development.

The City Council approved the schematic design in September 2016, which visualizes the building floor plans,
elevations, and three-dimensional renderings. Grading will take place in the coming months, with construction of the
campus buildings anticipated to commence starting fall 2017. The completed Civic Center is slated for spring 2019. For
more information on the Civic Center and to track its progress, visit lakeforestca.gov/civiccenter.

Housing Developments

Housing development continues to progress throughout
Lake Forest. Encanto, a new development on the corner of
Alton Parkway and Commercentre Drive, will consist of 52
single-family homes ranging in size between 1,943 square
feet and 2,454 square feet. The new community will feature
three floor plans with two- and three-story configurations.
Model homes are now open.

Toll Brothers new “Parkside” development features three
single-family communities: Arlington, Madison, and Lexington.
Each community will offer several large floor plans, with
homes ranging in size from 2,500 square feet up to 3,700
square feet. In total, 195 homes will be constructed. The

new development is located on Rancho Parkway South and
Portola Parkway, directly across from the Lake Forest Sports
Park and Recreation Center. Model homes opened to the
public in March 2017.

Lake Forest continues to be “the natural choice for business,” as several top companies expanded or relocated their operations in Lake
Forest this past year. Cox Communications completed it relocation to Lake Forest in 2016. Cox now occupies two buildings totaling
more than 200,000 square feet and brought more than 200 jobs to the local community. Kawasaki Motors Corporation U.S.A. also
relocated its Southern California operations to a 200,000 square feet building in the Foothill Ranch community of Lake Forest in summer
2016. Kawasaki's operations contribute approximately 300 jobs to the local workforce. Image Options, a longstanding Lake Forest
company, expanded its operations to a 103,000 square foot building in Lake Forest; retaining more than 100 employees in the city.
